Activities:


During the school year 2001/2002, the full committee met three times physically and had several exchanges and votes by e-mail. In addition, two  subcommittees were established and submitted reports to the full committee.

In its first meeting, the committee received the annual report from ITS.

CF-funded new PCs for faculty offices:

The committee received 35 applications for new faculty office PCs and  recommended 20 for funding and some more for upgrades. ITS followed the committee’s recommendations. They also point out that, throughout the year, they will work with faculty whose computer equipment might be inadequate for their job’s requirements. 

Other committee recommendations and decisions:

The committee reconsidered the issue of mandatory personal computers for cadets and received from ITS demographic data on cadets without personal computers. The committee will make a recommendation after surveying the college faculty at the beginning of the coming Fall semester. (Minutes of 4/18/02.)

The committee recommends that students with personal computers bring their PCs with MS Office Professional installed. (Minutes of 4/18/02.) 

The committee recommends that ITS enable central control of all monitors in PC labs by the instructor. (Minutes of 4/18/02.)

The committee is investigating ways to improve The Citadel’s web sites and will make a recommendation to the Provost. (Minutes of 4/18/02.)

The committee submitted a revised charter to the Committee on Committees (see minutes of 4/18/02).
