The new computer subcommittee met once on December 4, 2008 to discuss the requests for new faculty computers. The following is a summary from each meeting.

October 9, 2008

Members present: Steele, Oberman, Hayne, D. Fischer (ITS)
The committee met to discuss the following topics: electing a new chair, selecting a subcommittee chair for faculty new computer applications, review any activities form 2007-2008 academic year, and obtain an update on ITS and computing at The Citadel. The first order of business was to elect a new committee chair. Aaron Oberman was nominated and elected by all members present. Next, Ron Hayne agreed to be the subcommittee chair for new faculty computers.  He will be joined by Zane Segle and Justin Consolvo (ITS) on this subcommittee. After establishing the new committee chairs, Debbie Fischer provided an ITS update to the committee. The updates included a portal (single sign-on), updating of The Citadel’s web site, the integration of the Banner System, financial data will be converted July 1, 2009, and there will be a Blackboard summer pilot program. Nichelle Middelton is the contact person if you would like a Blackboard course site. In addition, ITS is working to replace computers in labs across the campus. 
December 4, 2008

The new computer subcommittee met to discuss the 15 applications submitted by faculty across the campus. All proposals were accepted pending the availability of funds from The Citadel Foundation.

January 7, 2009

The committee met with Tara McNealy, Associate Provost, to discuss the strategic direction for information technology at The Citadel. Richard Nelson, Director of ITS, shared a proposal “Technology 2012” based on the additional technological support that is needed for faculty, staff, and students at The Citadel. The goals of this report included the expansion of emerging technologies, best practices for student learning, enhancing research capabilities through the Internet, instituting a computer refresh initiative, establishing a unified ITS service, developing online education to support learning and technology based professional education program, Banner, data warehouse and structure, and the telephone infrastructure. The committee as a whole was charged with finding any gaps in the current list or additional actions that should be taken for a future discussion that would take place with the faculty.
