2007-08 Academic year, First Meeting

Minutes
In attendance were Stephen Comer, Debbie Fisher, Timothy Hanchon, Ron Hayne, Janette Moody, Richard Nelson, Aaron Oberman, and Kirstin Steele.  No members were absent.

Kirstin Steele was elected chair by affirmation.  Richard Nelson noted that the chair will likely serve on a committee to review proposals for a new ERP (Enterprise Resource Planning) package for The Citadel.  He also noted that a member of the Math/CSCI department is likely to serve as a second faculty representative on that committee, and that faculty would also have a role on the implementation team once an ERP is selected.

Richard Nelson continued with a report on ITS activities.  The ERP RFP is one of the largest activities for the present academic year.  Dr. Moody suggested that the process, with appropriate anonymity, would be a good article/publication.  Timeline looks like January 2008 as an award date, and by the time Human Resources, Student Information, and Financial Information is all converted, the process is likely to take 3 years.

Richard Nelson handed out drafts of an IT policy which has gone to the Deans for review.  The Provost will decide how the drafts will be presented for faculty review.  The draft policies include an overarching “Responsible Use of Information Technology and Electronic Communications”; “Computer Security”; “Access to Electronic Mail Services”; “Appropriate Use of Mass Electronic Mail”; and “Information Privacy.”
Steele asked Nelson if ITS expects the Committee to continue soliciting applications for and awarding faculty new computers this year.  Given that funding for a rotating replacement system is not yet available, Nelson thinks the Committee’s task is still important.  Dr. Oberman was promptly elected to chair the appropriate subcommittee, and will work with ITS to determine the best course of action.  Dr. Hayne suggested starting at the top of the replacement list, to avoid getting further behind on recapitalization.
Members agreed to meet again soon, as time ran short.
