We have also passed modifications to degree requirements in the Department of Health and Exercise Science and The Department of Political Science and Criminal Justice.

The Department of Health, Exercise and Sport Science has essentially created a new track within the major in Sport Management.  The Department has also deleted the requirement of a course in History of the Non-Western World.  They have added a new required course which will introduce pre-Physical Education Teaching Track majors to effective instructional methodologies in physical education (Introduction to Teaching Physical Education).
The Department of Political Science and Criminal Justice has altered the requirements for  a B.A. in Criminal Justice.   The “Cluster C” requirement has been eliminated and the three courses under that cluster have been moved to “Cluster A.” This has increased the number of criminal justice-specific courses required for these majors.

Overall, the committee has approved the creation of 21 new course offerings, the deletion of 4 course offerings, the changing of eight course descriptions and five course titles, one new minor, and two degree modifications.
