Prof. Harry Davakos, Chair of Faculty Council, called meeting to order at 11:00AM in Bond Hall, Room 295.

Business

1. Presentation to Mr. Rod Welch:  A presentation commemorating Mr. Rod Welch’s service at The Citadel from 1986-2005 was delivered by Provost Donald Steven.  Mr. Welch contributed significantly to the college’s computer technology and computer support, with a list of contributions too many to cite.  He was credited with leaving The Citadel on a great foundation and Faculty Council joined in wishing him well in a well-deserved retirement. 
2. Academic Board Meeting:  Prof. Davakos provided a brief overview of a discussion recently during an Academic Board meeting pertaining to possible changes in foreign language requirements for various departmental majors.  Details are still under discussion.
3. Greater Issues Speakers:  Prof. Davakos stated faculty input to the Provost is still needed to assist in identifying a list of possible speakers for the Greater Issues Speaker series.
4. Uniform Survey:  Prof. Politano presented an update on the status of the faculty uniform survey.  Surveys were sent to each Faculty Council Dept. Representative and members were asked to encourage 100% participation and to return surveys to Prof. Politano by the next Faculty Council meeting on Dec. 8, 2005. 
New Business
1. Citadel Research Committee: Prof. Moody inquired regarding the status of proposed increases to the maximum allowable funding amounts for Citadel Research, New Faculty Research and Presentation of Research grant proposals.  Questions were also raised regarding the number of submittal dates throughout the academic.  It was stated this was recently increased, within the past few years, to three submittal deadlines for presentation of research and two deadlines for new faculty research.  Prof. Davakos agreed to discuss the matter of increasing research funding limits with Provost Steven.
