The Citadel Faculty Council – Meeting Minutes of January 26, 2006
Prof. Harry Davakos, Chair of Faculty Council, called meeting to order at 11:00AM in Bond Hall, Room 295.

Approval of Agenda: approved by those present.
Approval of Minutes: minutes from December 8, 2005 Faculty Council meeting were approved as amended, motion by Prof. Thompson, second by Prof. Moody.
Old Business

1. Evaluation of Instruction:  Prof. Virginia DeRoma provided a report of activities and recommendations from the Committee on Evaluation of Instruction with particular emphasis on the recently implemented on-line student evaluation of instruction process.  The committee recommended that the current procedure be suspended due to the fact that adoption of this new process did not follow policies delineated in the Faculty Manual.  A proposal by Prof. Thompson to allow faculty the option of including on-line student evaluations from Summer II 2005 and Fall 2005 in faculty evaluation packages was discussed at length; ultimately Faculty Council did not support this caveat.   Faculty Council voted, by majority vote, to accept the findings and recommendations of the Committee, motion by Prof. Woolsey, second by Prof. Moody.  Subsequently, findings from the Committee’s work and results of a faculty survey were distributed to all members of the faculty from Prof. DeRoma in an e-mail message, with attachments, dated January 27, 2006.
2. January 2006 New President’s Briefing – Prof. Harry Davakos provided a summary of a briefing held for New President, Lt. Gen. John Rosa, during early January 2006.  Faculty Council representatives had collectively provided a list of three good things and three bad things about the college that were presented and discussed with President Rosa.  Additionally, President Rosa agreed to a special meeting with Faculty Council scheduled for January 31, 2006.
New Business

1. Final Draft Statement of State Higher Institutions faculty Chair’s Council:  The Citadel Faculty Council reviewed the final draft of a document entitled “Basic Facts About Tuition Increases” as prepared by the above mentioned group.  A motion to support the statement had previously passed, by majority vote, during the January 26, 2006 Faculty Council meeting.
2. Faculty House Board of Governors:  The names of three faculty members appointed to serve on the Board of Governors for the Faculty House, including Professors John Moore, Elizabeth Connor and Richard Porcher, will be forwarded by Prof. Davakos to Col. Curt Holland, VP of Finance & Business Affairs.  These individuals will serve their terms as appointed members, with all following Board Members to be elected, as per the Faculty House charter.
3. Next Meeting: Next meeting is scheduled for February 23, 2006.
