The Citadel Faculty Council – Meeting Minutes of April 27, 2006

Prof. Tom Thompson, Chair of Faculty Council, called meeting to order at 11:00AM in Bond Hall, Room 295.

Members Attending: Professors Trautman, Comer, Woolsey, Moody, Thompson, Calloway, Brown, Sinisi, McNamara, Politano, McKinney, Zuraw, Heisser, Thompson, Andrade, Davis and Hurren.
Approval of Agenda: approved by those present.

Approval of Minutes: Minutes prepared by Prof. Davis from February 23, 2006 Faculty Council meeting were approved as amended, motion by Prof. Woolsey, second by Prof. Trautman.  Minutes prepared by Prof. Heisser from March 23, 2006 Faculty Council meeting were approved as amended, motion by Prof. McNamara, second by Prof. Zuraw.

Old Business

1. Proposed New Faculty Positions – A revised proposal, 3rd draft, prepared by the Provost was discussed and reviewed.  A variety of comments were brought forward mostly related to funding issues.  A motion requesting the proposal be tabled until a new Provost arrives was passed in a 9-for, 5-against vote, motion by Prof. McNamara, second by Prof. Trautman.

New Business

1. Faculty Employment Committee Proposal:  The committee proposal that was presented by Prof. Adelman during the March 23 Faculty Council meeting was discussed and a motion to support the committee in holding a preliminary meeting with the general faculty during Fall 2006 passed unanimously, motion by Prof. Politano, second by Prof. McNamara.

2. Previous motion to change reference to Academic Programs in Faculty Manual to reflect present state (Section D, pages 3 & 4; special attention to Graduate degrees); was tabled as additional information was needed for the committee to take action.  
3. Motion to change 1-year appointment’s termination date during an academic year from May 15 to March 1 to coincide with AAUP guidelines (General Order #4, 31 March 2003, page 2, section D, third paragraph that reads: “For members of the faculty who are hired effective with a spring semester, notice that employment will not be extended through the next academic year must be given not later than 15 May.”  This issue was tabled, as additional information was needed for the committee to take action. 
4. Motion by Core Curriculum Oversight Committee to 2 changes of committee’s chapter:
· References to "Dean of Planning and Assessment" are replaced by "designate of the Provost".  Rationale: There is no longer a Dean of Planning and Assessment

· The sentence restricting the chair to a member of a non-core area is dropped.  Rationale: Limiting the chair to one of three possible members is overly restrictive. (Both changes have been approved by the Committee on Committees)
This motion passed unanimously, motion by Prof. Comer, second by Prof. Trautman. 

5. Faculty Council Representatives for 06-07 – Prof. Thompson reviewed the terms of service for faculty council representatives and requested that members whose terms were expiring to encourage their departments to appoint a new representative by the next meeting so a quorum could be held.  Upcoming meetings of the Faculty Council will be held in the Library Instructional Lab, beginning May 5. 

6. Selection of New Provost – Prof. Comer suggested that Faculty Council begin coordination to ensure faculty are represented and involved in the process of the search for a new Provost. 

7. Chair and Vice-Chair Terms – Prof. Zuraw suggested that Faculty Council consider extending the length of terms for the Chair and Vice Chair of the Faculty Council to help with continuity.  She stated that similar positions at other colleges in SC have multiple year terms.  Prof. Zuraw also suggested increasing the responsibility of the Vice Chair.
