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The Citadel Faculty Council – Meting Minutes of May 4, 2006

Prof. Tom Thompson, Chair of Faculty Council, called the meeting to order at 11:00 AM in the Daniel Library Instruction Lab. 

Members Attending: Professors Trautman, Comer, Betterton, Sharbrough (attending for Prof. Foster), Calloway, Kathy Brown, Grenier, Politano, McKinney, Templeton, Heisser, Hurren, Zuraw (attending for Prof. Crawford), Sinisi (who also held Prof. McNamara’s proxy for this meeting), Zanin (attending for Prof. Darden), MAJ Victor Brown and LTJG Scott Thompson. Prof. Heisser was asked to take minutes, in the absence of  Prof. Davis. Minutes of the April 27 meeting, prepared by Prof. Davis, were submitted and amended to correct one typo. Prof. Trautman, moved, seconded by Prof. Politano, to approve the minutes as corrected. The motion carried.

Old Business.  The Chair said that Former Chair Prof. Davakos had informed him that changes in the Faculty Manual referred to in the April 27 meeting did not need to be acted on at present, and that any needed changes in the Manual could be taken up in the fall. 

Election of Vice Chair. Prof. Thompson said that Faculty Council’s Charter does not provide that the Vice Chair automatically moves up to be Chair in the next year. The manner of choosing Chair and Vice Chair should be discussed in the fall, and arrangements might change. He called for nominations from the floor for Vice Chair, and the following were nominated: Prof. Trautman, who was willing to serve. Prof. Templeton moved, seconded by Prof. Politano, that Prof. Trautman be elected by acclamation. The motion carried. 
Committee on Committees. The Chair said that Faculty Council was called on the appoint two members of the Committee on Committees. These must be tenured faculty and come from the School of Education, the School of Engineering, or the Library. Two members present offered to serve: Prof. Kathy Brown (Education) and Prof. Heisser (Library). Prof. Grenier moved, seconded by Prof.  Calloway, to appoint Profs. Brown and Heisser. The motion carried.
Search Committee for Provost. The Chair reported that Faculty Council was asked to name two professors to serve on the Search Committee for a new Provost, and asked for nominations from the floor. The following were nominated: Profs. Tom Thompson, David Trautman, William Sharbrough, Joel Berlinghieri, Conway Saylor and Robert White.  Prof. Politano suggested that members vote by secret ballot for three nominees; that the top two candidates who received 10 votes of more be chosen; and that the third choice who received 10 votes or more be designated as alternate. A consensus agreed to this procedure. As the result of the vote, Profs. Tom Thompson and Robert White were appointed members of the Search Committee.  A second vote was taken to choose first and second alternates.  Prof. Saylor was chosen first alternate; Prof. Trautman second alternate.
Discussion of Terms of Office of Chair and Vice Chair.
A discussion took place regarding the advisability of changing the term of Faculty Council Chair to two years, or possible one year, with reëlection possible. There was also some discussion of an earlier proposal made to Faculty Council in the past whereby the Academic Board and Faculty Council would be merged to constitute a faculty Senate. It was decided by consensus that no actions would be taken at this meeting, and the question of the term of office for Faculty Council Chair would be taken up in the fall term.

The Chair said that he will send out to members of list of Council meeting dates for the 2006-2007 academic year.

By acclamation the members present elected Prof. Davis to serve a second term as Secretary.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
