III. Approval of Minutes from Last Meeting

Instructor Rank
The Faculty of The Citadel remains committed to the ideal of the teacher-scholar, and considers tenure a key requirement of open and free inquiry.    Therefore, while the position of instructor can provide needed flexibility, it should substitute solely for adjunct positions and never for tenure-track positions.    The decision whether or not to use the rank of instructor should be left with the individual departments.  

The resolution related to Instructor Rank was moved, seconded, and discussed. The resolution was amended to read as follows, and passed unanimously:

The Faculty of The Citadel remains committed to the ideal of the teacher-scholar, and considers tenure a key requirement of open and free inquiry. Therefore, while the position of instructor can provide needed flexibility, it should substitute solely for adjunct positions and never for tenure-track positions. The decision whether or not to use the rank of instructor should be left with the individual departments. 
 
Fourth Class System
Recognizing the many difficulties, especially academic, faced by 4th class cadets, Faculty Council proposes that The Citadel move recognition day to a Saturday in early February. We propose that recognition day for the class of 2014 be February 5th 2011.  

The resolution related to Fourth Class System was moved, seconded, and discussed. The resolution was passed, as written.

Uniforms for Cadets for Student Teaching and Internships
The Faculty of The Citadel endorses the blazer uniform as the most appropriate uniform for cadets participating in professional off-campus experiences, including internships and student teaching.    Cadets eligible to wear the blazer uniform for leave should be permitted to wear the blazer uniform when on orders for off-campus professional experiences.

The resolution related to Uniforms for Cadets for Student Teaching and Internships was moved, seconded, and discussed.  The resolution was passed (10 in favor, 1 against), as written.

There was further discussion and a motion related to faculty returning salutes. Discussion centered around saluting as being a statement of fact with no need for a resolution.
