FACULTY RESEARCH COMMITTEE

MINUTES OF MEETING, 4 SEPTEMBER 2003

The Committee met in the Prioleau Room, Daniel Library.  The meeting was convened by Suzanne Mabrouk.  

In attendance: Saul Adelman, Mei Chen, Michael Cretacci, Jeff Davis, Linda Elksnin, David Heisser, Keith Knapp, Suzanne Mabrouk, Peter Mailloux, Guy Toubiana, Bill Woolsey.

Suzanne Mabrouk was elected Chair.  David Heisser volunteered to serve as Secretary.

The Committee discussed calls for proposals during the 2003/04 fiscal year and the first call for presentation of research proposals for the early part of fiscal 2004/05.  It was decided that there will be three calls for presentation of research, two for new faculty research, and one for general faculty research.

Bill Woolsey proposed that the number and approximate dates of calls be made standard and written into the Committee Charter.  The Chair asked members to review the Charter and decide on any revisions at a meeting on Thursday 11 September, at 11 AM (cancelled).  Peter Mailloux suggested that this discussion occur over email.  The committee agreed.  The Charter as revised will be submitted to Faculty Council for its approval.

A call for presentation of research applications, through 30 June 2004, will go out as soon as possible.  At Mei Chen’s suggestion, the call will specify that an application must be accompanied by the text of the proposal, an abstract, and a letter of acceptance (if available).  If the letter of acceptance cannot be provided, it must be turned in when available to the Research Committee Chair.  The Committee will delay its review until the letter is available, except in special circumstances.  Linda Elksnin suggested that acceptance letters be attached to travel reimbursements.  The chair agreed to contact the treasurer’s office about this possibility.  Deadline for applications: Monday 22 Sept. by COB.  The Committee will meet to review proposals on Thursday 25 September at 11 AM.  The call for applications will note that there will be two additional calls for presentation of research.

New faculty research grants—

First call deadline: 20 October at COB.  Committee will meet to evaluate: Thurs. 23 Ocober, at 11 AM.

General faculty research grants—

Deadline: Mon. 1 December, at COB.  Clusters will meet to discuss proposals on 4 December at 11 am.  Cluster chairs will report on cluster recommendations at a Research Committee meeting on 10 December at 9 am).

New faculty second call and Presentation of research 3rd call—

Deadline for both: 26 January 2004, at COB

Committee will meet to evaluate on Thursday 29 Jan. at 11 AM

Presentation of research grants for 2004/05 (1 July 2004-30 June 2005)—1st call

Deadline: Mon. 5 April, at COB.

Committee will meet to evaluate on Thursday, 8 April at 11 AM.

Presentation of research grants for 2004/05 (October 2004-30 June 2005)—2nd call

Deadline: Mon. 20 September, at COB.

Committee will meet to evaluate on Thursday, 23 September at 11 AM.

Bill Woolsey suggested the committee elect a chair or at least a convener at the end of the spring semester to keep the committee going through the summer and into the next academic year.  If a convener is elected, this person would hold elections of a chair in the fall.

The Chair asked members to review the application forms for grants.  Committee members agreed to send corrections over email.

The Chair asked the committee about removing or reorganizing the committee’s dawgmail account.  Saul Adelman suggested finding out if any office on campus needs copies of the old proposals.  The Chair agreed to contact the VPAA’s office about this concern.  Saul Adelman also suggested making a back-up copy of all email messages in the account.  The Chair agreed to make a back-up.
