FACULTY RESEARCH COMMITTEE

MINUTES OF MEETING, 23 OCTOBER 2003

The Committee met in the A Church Room, Capers Hall.  Suzanne Mabrouk, Chair, convened the meeting at 11:00 AM.

In attendance: Adelman, Chen, Cretacci, Davis, DeRoma, Elksnin, Kelley, Mailloux, Templeton, Toubiana.

The Committee reviewed applications for New Faculty Research Grants received under the first call.  The Committee discussed one late Presentation of Research Grant for the second call.

In preparation for the review of Research Grants, the Chair sought volunteers to serve as Chair of the Subcommittees.  Mei Chen volunteered to serve as Chair of the School of Mathematics and Science group.  Peter Mailloux volunteered to serve as Chair of the Schools of Business, Education, and Humanities and Social Science.  The Committee agreed to review the number of submitted Research Grants prior to the review in December to ensure that the grants are evenly distributed.

In reviewing the one Presentation Grant, the Committee decided to add a question to the current form that would require an explanation for any other activities associated with the conference, e.g., pre-conference workshops, tours.  The Committee also discussed the review of late Presentation Grants.  It was decided that future calls should emphasize that grants should be submitted on time with either an acceptance letter or a date indicating when acceptance is expected.  With late Presentation Grants, the Chair of the committee will ask the applicant for an explanation for the tardiness.

The Chair asked the Committee to establish a policy regarding Multiple Presenters.  Saul Adelman suggested that only one faculty member should be awarded funds to present.  Linda Elksnin and Virginia DeRoma said that multiple presenters are common in their fields.  Linda Elksnin said that multiple presenters should be able to share their contribution at the conference.  Virginia DeRoma indicated that one psychology association requires all coauthors to present; otherwise the paper is rejected.  She also stated that the committee’s current practice might force her to collaborate outside The Citadel.  Guy Toubiana was in favor of limiting the number of presenters to two.  Saul Adelman asked that multiple presenters travel together and stay together, where appropriate.  He also asked that multiple presenters be required to give justification for their participation at the conference.  Jeff Davis indicated that this requirement should be made of any faculty member who coauthors a paper, whether the coauthor works at The Citadel or not.  Josey Templeton stated that the current practice could hinder new faculty who are trying to start their career and gain experience.  Linda Elksnin stated that the expenses of multiple presenters should be similar for recommendation by the Committee.  Following this discussion, the Committee voted by 9 to 1 to require multiple presenters to provide justification for their participation on the Presentation of Research Grant.  The Committee also voted by 9 to 1 to make this policy retroactive.  The Chair agreed to ask the multiple presenters from the Second Call of Presentation Grants for an explanation for their participation.

Linda Elksnin indicated that the Committee should read the current travel recommendations for Citadel employees posted on the web.  The Committee will need this information when reviewing future Presentation of Research Grants and possibly Research Grants.

The Chair reminded Committee members of the deadline for Research Grants and the dates for the two remaining meetings of the semester.  The Chair also mentioned that Eric Oman is responsible for making any links to faculty vitae on the web.  Committee members agreed to inform their department about this fact, so that future applicants will have their vitae on the web.
