Course Description: 

  This is a beginning level course in modern standard mandarin Chinese for students with no or little prior experience in the language. This course adopts a multi-approach to help students gain training in listening, speaking, reading and writing skills in standard Mandarin Chinese. Students will be able to carry out simple conversations in Chinese on some topics, and will communicate accurately and appropriately in simple Chinese for common everyday purposes. 

Course objectives:

1. The student will read and write with Pinyin system.

2. The student will recognize about 650 Chinese characters at the end of the semester. 

3. The student will make sentences with the vocabularies and the patterns learned in the class. 

4. The student will participate in short conversations in Chinese.

5. The student will write short paragraphs in Chinese.

Integrated Chinese - Level I Part I: Textbook, Workbook and Character Workbook - 2nd edition, by Tao-Chung Yao and Yuehua Liu

· Each test will cover three lessons. Tests may include sections of listening comprehension, pinyin, grammar, composition, and usually a reading comprehension passage. Language learning is cumulative. While the current lesson is emphasized on each test, there is also some materials from earlier lessons. 

· The sections of the final exam are similar to those of the lesson tests, with the coverage of entire book. 

· Homework is to be turned in at the BEGINNING of class on the day it is due. There will be no late homework. 

· One or two quizzes will be given each week. Quizzes are usually in the form of dictations in which you are asked to write Chinese characters, pinyin, and/or English for words and sentences. The two lower grades will be dropped for final grade, and the class participation will be considered as two quizzes.

· A two-paragraph essay for introducing yourself should be hand-written, but not computer-typed. You can also choose the topic that you are interested.

· Oral role-play performance will be performed at the end of the semester. Role-play groups should have 2-3 students, and each role-play should be roughly two minutes per student. A topic will be assigned to each group to give you a starting point, but you are not limited to those topics. You should, however, use as many words and patterns as possible from all lessons covered. Students are evaluated based on their fluency, pronunciation, correct use of grammar, and good coverage of material. 

· At the beginning of the semester, each student will receive an email address of a college student of Jilin University in China. The student will be encouraged to make a pen pal in order to know more about China and Chinese students’ lives, and also to use Chinese in real life. A presentation will be performed in Chinese for introducing your pen pal in class.
· General policy is that only two absences are excused. There are no exceptions, and no make-up tests or quizzes. 
Technology Assistance 

Integrated Chinese audio CDs 1-4 are installed in Lab Cappers 210. To listen an audio CD: 

· from a PC in Capers 210 - bring your own ear phones. 

· At the screen, click on Citnet and then click on Novell Home Directory. 

· Click on CHIN10102 and then click on the CD. 

· from a PC that is not in Capers 210 - 

· At the screen, click on Citnet. 

· Click on Connect CITNOV1: input username Capers210, skip the password and click on ok. 

· Click on Novell Home Directory (now you see Capers210 folder) and click on Capers210. 

· Click on CHIN10102 and then click on the CD. 

· MicroSoft Pinyin Input Method Editor (IME) - Input Chinese using pinyin: 
(You need to have Chinese (PRC) (or Simplified) added through MicroSoft language setting.) 

· Click on "EN" at the bottom of the screen. 

· Click on "Chinese (PRC)". Now you see: CH, MSPW, ?(zhong) or ?(ying), a moon or a sun.
