Required Texts:  Mais Oui!, second edition, by Thompson and Phillips (Boston: Houghton Mifflin, 2000) and the Workbook/Lab Manual.
The goal of this course is to build upon what you learned in FREN 101 (or its equivalent) – that is, the fundamentals of communicating in French.  This means that we will necessarily engage in the activities of listening, speaking, reading, and writing French, both in class and in preparation for our classes.  The “trick” to learning another language is to approach it in as many ways as possible; thus, in order for this course to be successful and worthwhile, student participation in all activities will be not only expected but also required.

Chapter Tests:  These will be given immediately following the respective chapters during the course of the semester.  Refer to the Schedule of Classes/le Programme d’Études.  There will be no make-up tests; rather, the test that follows the missed one will count twice.
Final Exam:  To be administered and taken on Monday, December 15 at 8:00 a.m. without exception.
Quizzes/Participation:  Quizzes will be given on Fridays and almost every week (except when a Chapter Test falls on a Friday) with advance notice.  Because the quizzes will take different forms – written, oral, and interactive – and because they will reflect the student’s interest in learning French, the grades for quizzes will include an assessment of the student’s participation.
Homework:  To be assigned and graded regularly, including laboratory work, which is mandatory.  Late homework will not be accepted.  Late or no homework will be given a grade of zero.
A note on Attendance:  While there will be no attendance grade, the 20% rule, as set forth by the college, does apply and will be enforced.
