Course Description: 

  This is an intermediate level course in modern standard mandarin Chinese for students who had successfully finished Chinese 101/102 or its equivalent. This course adopts a multi-approach to help students gain training in listening, speaking, reading and writing skills in standard Mandarin Chinese. Students will be able to carry out conversations in Chinese on some topics, and will communicate accurately and appropriately in Chinese for common everyday purposes. 

Course objectives:

1. The student will continue to read and write with Pinyin system.

2. The student will recognize about more new Chinese characters based on the materials that covered at the end of the semester. 

3. The student will continue to make sentences with the vocabularies and the patterns learned in the class. 

4. The student will continue to participate in conversations in Chinese for common daily life.

5. The student will write paragraphs in Chinese.

· Each test will cover about two or three lessons. Tests may include sections of listening comprehension, pinyin, grammar, composition, and usually a reading comprehension passage. Language learning is cumulative. While the current lesson is emphasized on each test, there are also some materials from earlier lessons. 

· The sections of the final exam are similar to those of the lesson tests, with the coverage of entire book. 

· Homework is to be turned in at the BEGINNING of class on the day it is due. There will be no late homework. It’s student’s responsibility to check on what the homework is for the day, and when it will due.

· One quiz will be given each week or two. On the day the quiz is scheduled, the student will ask either take paper-pencil quiz or oral quiz.  Each student need complete 2 oral quizzes through out the semester. The dates for the student to take the oral quiz will be scheduled in the beginning of the semester. The paper-pencil quiz will be one page, in which you are asked to write Chinese characters, pinyin, and/or English for words and sentences. The oral quiz will ask the student to answer the questions or express the certain ideas in Chinese. The two lower grades will be dropped for final grade, and the class participation will be considered as two quizzes.

· The student will be asked to turn in five two-paragraph compositions throughout the semester. The composition should be hand-written but not computer-typed. The instructor will revise it and return it to the student for the final draft. After receiving the revised one, the student should correct any error and turn it back in as a final when the day it due. Each composition is not less than 150 characters.
· Group presentation will be performed with a group of students. Each group will include 2 or 3 people, and will be assigned at the beginning of the semester.  The students should take different role  and act it out. The conversation should be conducted fluently without any support from the written material.  Students are evaluated based on the rubric. 

· At the end of the semester, each student will be tested individually for an oral interview. The interview will be about 15 questions for each student. 
General policy 1. If you miss more than 20% of the classes, whether for valid reasons or not, you will receive an “F” due to absences. Please keep your instructor advised of why you are missing class.                  
   2. Tardiness and sleeping during the class time will not be tolerated.  Chronic sleepers will be awakened. Students who can not stay conscious and repeatedly ignore the rule may be dismissed from class by the instructor.  Be prepared, be ready, and be awake!         
   3.  No make-up tests or quizzes unless a student provides an acceptable reason 24 hours before the scheduled exam. Students must take the final exam on the day it was scheduled by the administration. Failing to do so will result a grade “F”.
