Study Tips

3. Practice out loud. Read the material and learn the spelling of words.  Accents are an essential part of spelling.

4. Test yourself by seeing how much you can recall in writing. A process of continually testing yourself will probably be the most important factor in your success in this course.

5. Do the workbook exercises even when they are not assigned in class.

6. Don’t fall behind in your assignments.  Consistent and thorough preparation for class is also excellent preparation for tests, which should require only a review of the chapter the night before the test.

7. Consistent practice in the language lab will greatly improve your listening comprehension and oral proficiency.
