FRENCH 101 COURSE POLICY

The goal of this course is to introduce students to the basic elements of the French language and to increase their knowledge of and familiarity with French life as it is lived in France and throughout the world.  To this end, the four language skills—speaking, listening, reading, and writing—will be reinforced and enhanced, with the ultimate goal being communication in the target language. Essential activities for this course include talking about present actions and experiences, identifying and describing people, objects, and surroundings, possessions, foods, transportation, giving and receiving directions, inviting, accepting, and refusing, and talking about daily activities.

Students are encouraged to study and work together on daily assignments; however, assistance may not be given or received for laboratory, workbook, or other assignments which are to be turned in for a grade.  The final versions of outside of class compositions must be typed, including accents. Compositions containing hand-written accents will not be accepted.

The course will be conducted in French. Students are expected to comply with the instructor in maintaining the class in the target language. Assigned tests take precedence over ALL other duties or activities.  Absences will be reported officially as unexcused.  If one must be absent from class, one should contact the instructor, preferably prior to the absence, in order to get assignments and to make up the work missed.  Absences in excess of 8 (excused or unexcused) may result in a final grade of F.

Each student is expected to prepare for each class to the best of his/her ability.  Lack of preparation is inexcusable and may result in an unexcused absence being recorded.

Practice with audio tapes and other multimedia material is required.  Regular practice (about thirty minutes per week) will greatly assist in mastery of structures, vocabulary, and will steadily improve one’s comprehension of spoken French.  Computer Study Modules for each lesson are available.  

The final exam is obligatory and must be taken on December 10.  No exceptions!
Your success in this course is largely dependent upon the time and effort that you devote to it!

Study Tips

1. Study at least five times a week, and study in “bite-size chunks,” i.e., from three to five pages at a time

2. Don’t be satisfied with knowing the material. Be sure to practice enough times to be able to perform it with relative ease and fluency.

3. Practice out loud. Read the material and learn the spelling of words.  Accents are an essential part of spelling.

4. Test yourself by seeing how much you can recall in writing. A process of continually testing yourself will probably be the most important factor in your success in this course.

5. Do the workbook exercises even when they are not assigned.

6. Practice with the Computerized Study Modules in your room or in computer lab.

7. Don’t fall behind in your assignments.  Consistent and thorough preparation for class is also excellent preparation for tests, which should require only a review of the chapter the night before the test.
