Advanced French Conversation
Required Texts:  Cinema for French Conversation, 3rd edition.  Anne-Christine Rice.

This course with focus on structured discussions of films and readings from the Francophone, or French-speaking, world.  The film-based approach, complemented by a variety of readings from the text, is appropriate for our course which is dedicated to building conversational skills whilst furthering critical thinking skills.  Our text’s emphasis on films is designed to use your existing interest and involvement in films as a way to engage you more fully in language acquisition and to enhance your knowledge and appreciation of the French language and of the Francophone world.  
The breakdown of the final grade is as follows:


Oral exams:  25%

Final Exam : 25%


Homework/Participation : 50%

In-class orals: Each chapter we will spend two class periods simply conversing.  Each student will choose a topic and will lead a discussion on that topic.  The professor will remain silent.  
Homework: To be assigned regularly. Late homework will be penalized a full letter grade per day of lateness.  Failure to turn in an assignment will result in a grade of zero. You are also expected to participate to the utmost of your ability in class and an evaluation of your performance will be included in your final average.
A note on Attendance:  While there will be no attendance grade, the 20% rule, as set forth by the college, does apply and will be enforced.

Reminders:

· The Honor Code of The Citadel is expected to be observed at all times:
