Course Description:  


Our main goal in this class is to improve your writing while continuing to further your speaking and listening skills.  In general, students entering third-year classes have studied many of the grammatical forms and rules they will encounter in Pause-café. However, in most cases, students have been accustomed to remembering specific forms and rules until the day of the test for the unit that addressed them. This is the main differ​ence with Pause-café: all of the materials in the Pause-café program are based on the idea that all seven communicative functions must be used simultaneously if one is to achieve a more natural and native-like use of the language. It is important to realize this concept from the very beginning of the semester, and to understand the idea that you will need to review all fonctions communicatives and points clés at the beginning of the course. Notice that the Pour commencer chapter is a preview:  you are not expected to master all seven communicative functions from the beginning. Rather, Pour commencer is meant to link the seven communicative functions with specific grammatical forms and rules and to bring to your attention to the fact that you will use all seven communicative functions throughout the course. The goal, then, is to achieve mastery of these functions by the end of the course.

What to Expect in this Course
•
Starting from the first day of class, we will be focusing on and recycling all seven communicative functions found on the inside front cover of your textbook.

•
We assume that you have studied most of the grammar points in previous French courses. Our goal is to review these grammar points as a support for expressing the seven communicative functions. Detailed grammar explanations are in the blue pages in the back of the main text.

•
Together, we will identify the communicative functions as we use them. You will find icons throughout the program, as a reminder of the communicative functions targeted in specific activities.

•
As you participate in many, mostly written, guided activities, your writing ability should improve in both accuracy and fluency.

•
You will learn vocabulary words in associated groupings. Your active vocabulary should increase by 250–300 words by the end of the course. You will also learn to make and use index cards, called fiches. A fiche shows a group of nine words (three nouns, three verbs, and three adjectives) that you can use as a resource as you express yourself on various topics.

•
Remember, increased fluency in communication is one of our primary goals for this course. Enjoy the process!
