French Literature of the Nineteenth Century
Required Texts:  XIXe Siècle: les grands auteurs français du programme by André Lagarde and Laurent Michard (Paris: Bordas).
-----------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------
This course will introduce you to the major literary movements of the nineteenth century: le romantisme, le réalisme et le naturalisme, and le symbolisme. We will read excerpts of exemplary works from these movements in context—that is, while keeping in mind the corresponding historical periods and political reigns of power, including the First Empire, the Restoration, the July Monarchy, the Second Republic, the Second Empire, and the Third Republic. Because nineteenth-century France was defined by dramatic political, social, economic, and technological changes, in our readings we will pay close attention to representations of the rise of imperialism and capitalism, the emergence of the bourgeoisie as a ruling class, the struggles of a newly defined proletariat, the invention of social sciences, as well as evolving systems of values and ways of perceiving the world.

Presentations: These will be given in French on specifically assigned topics for about 10 minutes per presentation. 
Response Papers: These will be assigned for specific readings 3 times in the course of the semester. They are to be written in French (Don’t forget the accents!), 3 pages in length, typed (Times New Roman, 12-point font), double-spaced with 1”-1 ½” margins  and name and page number (except the first page) on every page. You will be expected to demonstrate a thorough understanding of the assigned reading and to contribute original thought (i.e., your own analysis) on an aspect of the reading that you choose. 
Final Paper: 5-6 pages in length on an agreed-upon topic/reading from the semester. Secondary sources are expected. To be presented formally at the time of the final exam, on Thursday, April 28 at 8:00 a.m. without exception.
