Chapter Oral Exams: Refer to the Schedule of Classes/Programme d’Études. Please check your email daily as I may make changes to the syllabus and communicate them to you electronically.

Homework: Homework will be verified each class period. Laboratory attendance and work will be checked on the day of each oral chapter exam. Completed lab work will earn a grade of 100 while incomplete lab work will result in a grade of zero.  In order to do the oral exercises in the lab manual, go to the language lab, 215 Capers, and request the tapes.  The password for the lab computers is frgesp.  

A note on Attendance:  While there will be no attendance grade, the 20% rule, as set forth by the college, does apply and will be enforced.  I.E., if you miss 14 classes or more, you automatically receive an F.  

Classroom policies:

Respect:

I expect you to behave with respect toward one another and toward me.  That is to say that whenever someone is speaking, everyone else must look at that person, listen attentively, and remain silent.
