Goals :  As the title of our textbook suggests, 202 is an intermediate class based on the notion of multiple linguistic and cultural intersections.  Our class conceives of the teaching of French as a holistic endeavor, not only in terms of language skills—speaking, listening, reading, and writing—but also in terms of cultural knowledge in the broadest sense.  That is to say, 202’s approach to French is based on the belief that knowledge of a second language and culture necessarily brings about a greater understanding not only of the world in an increasingly global context, but also of the individual self, as students reflect on the differences between their own and French and Francophone culture.    ________________________________________________________________________
