FRENCH 202: COURSE POLICY
The goal of this, the second semester intermediate French course, is to expand upon the knowledge of basic French already learned in previous French courses in college, or elsewhere.  All four language skills--speaking, listening, reading and writing‑-will be reinforced and enhanced, with special emphasis upon and attention to development of reading skills in French.  Grammar will be discussed primarily as it relates to oral and written communication. In addition, students will be exposed to cultural concepts which relate to life in francophone countries 

The course will be conducted in French.  Students are expected to comply with the instructor in maintaining the class in the target language.

Homework: It is essential that each cadet be thoroughly prepared for every class.   Students who are not prepared for class will find the consequences to be severe.  Assigned written homework is to be done by the individual student with​out assistance.  Students may study and work together--and are en​couraged to do so--on other assignments which are not assigned for a grade.  All compositions are to be written using a word processor. Hand written accents are not acceptable.
