FRENCH 450-03 Course Policy
The goal of this course is to improve oral proficiency in French through intensive drill and practice with audio CDs outside of class and oral performance and correction, as needed, within the classroom environment.  These activities include, but are not limited to, reproduction of individual phonemes, syllables, phonetic word groups, rhythm, intonation, linking, and liaison.  Much attention will be given to oral challenges in French for Anglophones.  Assessment is an on-going process throughout the semester.  Written assessment administered periodically throughout the semester will include transcription from written French into phonetic symbols, using the IPA system and dictations.
