Course Objectives:
In the final German course required by the Citadel’s core curriculum students demonstrate their proficiency in understanding, reading, speaking, and writing German, as well as their familiarity with the cultures of German-speaking countries by reading, discussing, and writing about an authentic German-language novel. Students will also view, discuss, and write about at least one full-length German or Austrian film on a related topic. In addition students will review grammar as needed, learn new vocabulary, and study culture. Assignments include readings, written question sets, short written essays, brief oral presentations, and a book or film review. Upon completion of the course students should have the basic language and culture skills necessary to function in a German-speaking country and to qualify for upper-level German courses in The Citadel’s German program.
