Course Description and Goals

This course focuses on advanced writing skills in German. The focus on writing skills will be supported by work with reading, speaking and listening, and culture, as well as review of grammatical structures.  Students will practice a variety of written forms from the formal to the creative, including letters, summaries, reviews and short stories. Ultimately, students will develop a portfolio that showcases and reflects on their progress over the semester.

Successful language learning depends on active class participation, which includes coming to class prepared.  Participation grades will be assigned bi-weekly. Needless to say, if you aren’t in class, you can’t earn participation points. See the Participation Rubric on Blackboard for more information.

In it, the student should reflect on their personal progress throughout the course, what they have learned, and what they still need to work on, as represented by their collected writings.
