Contact the professor to find out when would be a good time (you don’t want to observe on test day). Observe the class. Schedule a short “post-observation” meeting with the professor. This last part is mandatory and I will check.
· 25 % 4 class observation reports; written reports following a standardized format that include constructive comments.

· 25%  teaching trial: towards the end of the semester, after you have completed the 4 observations, you will have a chance to teach the group. You will submit to me a lesson plan well in advance. I will complete class observation reports based on your performance.
