KURS:

As in the previous courses, this course focuses on the essential elements of effective communication--understanding, speaking, reading, writing, and culture. Students will continue to learn and practice communication skills in a context that will promote understanding of and respect for different cultures and genders in the German-speaking world. Students acquire and practice these skills using oral and written drills and exercises, both in class and at home. Students are encouraged to communicate orally in German through role plays and cultural simulations. Familiarity with the culture of German-speaking countries as well as reading and listening skills are expanded using authentic cultural materials such as maps, menus, and advertisements, as well as taped conversations, video, and internet. In the third course of the language sequence students expand their vocabulary and learn and practice the last skills of basic grammar. Among the important grammatical concepts acquired and practiced are the simple past tense, reflexive constructions, the passive voice, and the subjunctive. Upon completion of this course, students should be able to speak about themselves, talk about everyday events in the past, express wishes and desires, recognize the simple past tense and passive voice, have a basic understading of case. 
ERWARTUNGEN:
· Class preparation as shown through class participation.

· Attendance is mandatory. "For any student, absences, whether authorized or unauthorized, in excess of 20% of the meetings of a particular course can, at the discretion of the professor, result in a grade of F in that course" (Bulletin of the Citadel).

· Homework is due on the date indicated or earlier. Late homework will not be accepted. Please correct all homework in a contrasting color using the answer key before you turn it in. Do not worry about exercises where it says “answers will vary.” I will correct those. The lowest 4 homework-grades will be dropped. All Workbook assignments for the chapter except for the lab are to be turned in together on the indicated date. The workbook assignments in the syllabus are recommendations so that you will be able to finish in time to turn it in before the chapter test. The Labs are due as indicated. All homework is to be done individually.

· There will be three chapter tests and frequent announced vocabulary Quizzes. Chapter tests may be made up only if you have a valid and documented excuse. If you miss a test you must contact me within twenty-four hours of the scheduled test date. Failure to do so may result in a zero. Your lowest test grade will be dropped. The lowest four quiz-grades are dropped. There will be absolutely no make up quizzes.
· For each chapter we cover in the book there are a number of helpful exercises on the CD-Rom that came with your textbook and on the website. 
· Four short oral presentations followed by four short writing assignments (paragraphs of 150 words) will be assigned during the semester. The oral presentations are to be done with no script—you may have one notecard with a few key words written on it. The essays are to be typed, double-spaced, with your name at the top right corner and a word count at the end of the paragraph. Words counted must be German and in the main body of the text--i.e., the title doesn’t count. If your paragraph does not meet these specifications it will not be accepted. Your current Aufsatz is to be turned in stapled to the top of any previous Aufsätze. If  you fail to turn in your previous Aufsätze with the current one, you will lose 5 points. For every day—not class—your paper is late you will lose 5 points.
· After midterm you will begin working on your skits which will form part of your final grades. You will work in groups of 2-4 writing and performing your skit. It must be 3 minutes long, each member of the team should have approximately the same amount to say, and everyone must memorize their part. The script must be turned in before Thanksgiving so that I can correct it for you. In addition, please turn in a log signed by each member of the group, detailing who, when, where, and for  how long you worked on the skit.
· The final examination is cumulative, although the emphasis will be on chapter 12. It has both written and oral parts.

Use of a translation program or on-line dictionary is considered cheating as is having entire sentences translated. Professors Skow, Gurganus, Emm, and O’Neal and official Citadel tutors are authorized help. Of course you may use your textbook and a paper dictionary. If you cannot read through your Aufsatz and honestly say to yourself and to me that this is your work, do not turn it in.
