Course Description and Goals:

Given that cinema appeals to students of all ages, this course offers an excellent opportunity to utilize film in order to present authentic language for discussion and research. This course was built to provide the student with an historical, cultural, as well as a language context within which to advance conversational competency in the target language. Throughout the semester, a total of six films will be discussed covering North and Central America, South America and Spain. Through these films, we will be addressing a myriad of issues, in Spanish, dealing with such topics as identity, memory, immigration, class struggle, politics, social problems and globalization in the Spanish world. This course hopes to engage the student through a combination of sound, image and language in order to stimulate the student’s senses and cognitive faculties. Students will use the language in a meaningful way in order to discuss the various cultural aspects illustrated in the films, while developing proficiency in listening, speaking, reading and writing. My hope is to expand the student’s knowledge of both history and culture in order to become more linguistically competent, as well as consciously aware of issues pertaining to the Spanish-speaking world. As a crucial step toward fluency, this course will challenge your conversational comfort level in Spanish and increase your confidence negotiating speaking the language.
Expectations:
· Participation – 30%

Suffice it to say that this course will rely heavily on student participation. This is a conversation course and therefore it is imperative that you make every attempt possible to speak during class. As such, each student will be given a daily participation grade reflecting their efforts during class.
· Attendance 

If you are not in class you cannot participate. You will be allowed three absences (excused or 
unexcused) and participation points will be lost for each successive missed class. For further class absences, official Citadel policy will be followed:  "For any student, absences, whether authorized or unauthorized, in excess of 20% of the meetings of a particular course can, at the discretion of the professor, result in a grade of F in that course" (Bulletin of the Citadel).
· Content Quizzes/Vocabulary Quizzes – 15% 

Films will be viewed both inside and outside of class so quizzes will be given to determine you understanding of the content. Films must be viewed within the time frame given by the professor in order to do well on these quizzes. There will also be vocabulary quizzes as this is a key component to learning the language.
· Assignments – 20%

There will be two types of assignments given during the course: Assignments dealing directly with the films, as well grammar assignments. Assignments will be completed as scheduled and no late work will be accepted. 

· Presentation Project – 15%

The student will be required to give a presentation covering a film that we have not viewed in the course. The professor will provide a handout detailing the expectations of the project. The project will be presented during the class and no student will repeat the same film. The student should be thinking about this early in the class in order to acquire the film and prepare a detailed and well-developed presentation.
· Oral and Written Final Exam –20%
There will be a written and oral component of the final exam. The written portion of the exam will be given during the assigned final exam period (see calendar). The oral component of the exam will be conducted as an interview with the professor during his office hours the last week of class. A handout will be provided explaining the professor’s expectations with regard to the oral interview.
