Summer/Maymester Study Abroad Contract

This Study Abroad Contract will guide and inform Citadel students of certain required
policies and procedures regarding study abroad

Conditions of Participation

The undersigned is a student duly enrolled in a Citadel Summer Program or a Citadel Maymester Program for which
academic credit shall be granted upon successful completion of the program The undersigned understands that he or she
must deliver to the Office of International Studies an executed copy of the Study Abroad Contract prior to the start of any of
these study abroad programs.

A. Behavioral Resoonsibilities: The undersigned is aware of the standards of conduct expected of all participants in
Citadel study abroad programs. As a guest in a foreign country, there are certain behaviors which are considered
unacceptable and could lead to possible disruption of the program The undersigned hereby assures The Citadel that
he/she shall conduct himself/herself in an appropriate manner which does not infringe upon the rights and safety of the
undersigned and/or other participants in the program. Standards of conduct shall be applicable during the course of the
program both when in the company of other program participants and when the undersigned is physically separated from
other program participants

Inaoorooriate Behavior: The undersignedacknowledgesthat the programadvisorshave the
authority to dismiss from the program a participant who engages in inappropriatebehavior. In
such cases,the studentis not entitledto a refund.

Involuntarv Withdrawal: The undersignedacknowledgesthat return passage and all other
expensesoccasionedby a participant's involuntaIywithdrawalfrom the programshall be the sole
and exclusivefmancialresponsibilityof the student concerned.

B. Academic Resoonsibilities:

Reauired GP A: The Citadel Summer and Maymester Programs require a minimum
cumulativegrade point averageof2.0 for participationin their programs.

. Any exceptionto this policy will need to be made in writing and submittedfor approval to
the Dean of UndergraduateStudies.

Prereauisites: To insure adequate preparation for the courses offered abroad, The Citadel
requires that all prerequisitesmust be successfullycompleted prior to departure for the foreign
study location. Failure to complete all prerequisitessuccessfullywill result in the denial of the
student's participationin the study abroadprogram.

. A grade of "C" or better in the designated pre-requisite courses is required for each Citadel
Summer and Maymester Program

Class Attendance: Students enrolled in a study abroad program are required to attend all
regularlyscheduledclassesand fieldtrips.
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
